Howdy, 
 

I was going through my first aid kit the other day, to ensure that all of the contents were still 
current, and those items without an expiration date, were still serviceable and sterile. As I was 
conducting the inventory, I noticed that if I had to actually use this kit, I would really only be 
able to assist other people for superficial injuries, perhaps a stubbed toe or a broken fingernail 
(at least that is what it seems).  
 

So what kind of kit should you carry with you? Remember: When you agree with the terms of 
Level IV, which you agreed to by signing the application for Level IV, you agree to carry a first 
aid kit with you. The problem is there really is no guidance as to the type of first aid kit.  Tech-
nically, you would meet the requirements if you included the old Boy Scout First Aid Kit: 
 

But againécoming up on an accident, where there will more than likely be trauma, how will 
this help? 
 

 Probably the better way to go is to develop you own trauma kit. When riding, it would be advisable for more than one trauma kit 
available. The actual size may vary depending on the amount of space you may have available. If you are towing a trailer, which more 
and more riders are doing, you should have room for a complete trauma kit. 
 

The following is a list you can use to develop your own kit. But remember, when you create this kit, you will have to ensure contents 
remain current (regarding expiration dates) and remain sterile and serviceable.
