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Riding The Roads 

This may sound more like an advertisement for Arkansas than an article on safety.  If are like me I have rode 

through almost all of the counties in the state.  Unless you have taken highway 7 from Louisiana to Missouri you 

have missed a real treat.   

Unfortunately Carleen and I have not been able to fide together for about 3 years.  One of the last rides we took 

was in Arkansas.  We have taken trips to SC and TN and we rode the Tail of the Dragon from top to bottom and 

from bottom to top.  We have made the 11 mile trip 5 times. 

Arkansas also has a Dragon.  The route starts at the intersection of Hwy 7 and Hwy 123 which is about 40 miles 

north of Russellville, AR in a town called Lurton, AR.  From Russellville take Hwy 123 northeast up to Mt Judea.  

The Arkansas Dragon is 15 miles long and has curves and switchbacks than you can imagine.  The views are great 

if you can take your eyes off the road long enough to look. I was too busy with the over the 15 miles of turns and, 

because they don't allow trucks on this road, the road is in great shape.
